The services required are the following :

· Impact evaluation of the new anti-bullying system applied in the alternative care structures involved in the project 
· participation to all transnational meetings and to the final conference 
· scientific and technical support to the finalisation of key project outputs before mainstreaming.

The services need to be implemented in strong connection with AIBI. 

The applicant organisations need to describe the way they intend to implement the activities in their proposal. 

Criteria and principles of selection and implementation: 

AIBI will seek competitive tenders from potential contractors and award the contract to the bid offering the best value for money. In doing so, AIBI will observe the principles of transparency and equal treatment of potential contractors and will take care to avoid any conflict of interests.

Offers will be evaluated on the basis of the experience of the tenderer and of the quality of the service.

The terms related to liability, conflict of interests, confidentiality, publicity, evaluation, assignment and checks and audits applicable to AIBI under the grant agreement are also applicable to the subcontractor.

AIBI will retain sole responsibility for the implementation of the project and for compliance with the provisions of the agreement. The winner of the contract will waive all rights in respect of the Commission under the agreement.

Self-evidently, the awarding of the service contract will be depending on the award of this grant, and the honorary sums for the services mentioned above remain upon acceptance from the European Commission within the budget proposed. In case of budgetary cuts by the Commission the amounts will be adjusted accordingly.

Application procedure

Offers to be sent to AIBI should contain:

- a brief description of the Company (max 1000 characters) and a list with detailed reference of past European projects awarded in the past 10 years;

- a brief description of the methodology proposed for the services (max 3.000 characters) with the identification of the staff involved and the person responsible for the service;

- an economic proposal for the activities as outlined in the present call, not exceeding 30.000 Euros;

- CVs in Europass format of the staff involved in the service;

- a declaration on honour in which the organisation commits to provide any technical and scientific support required by AIBI for the application of the project*, whether the tenderer is selected for the service and even if the awarding of the service contract will be depending on the award of the grant to AIBI by the European Commission.
